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Q: How do I repair a zipper? The pull slider has come off.

A: You will need to remove the thread stitching at the end of the zipper to be able to put a new slider on. If the zipper is a “jacket type”, which is one that separates completely (both sides), make sure you do not remove the starter tab end. For continuous zipper you can work from either end. Once the zipper end is freed from the canvas, remove the old or broken slider. For jacket type zippers put the slider on the zipper tooth side that terminates with the started box (work it on backwards – narrow end toward zipper box). For continuous zipper work the new slider on capturing both sides of the zipper teeth. Finally re-stitch the zipper tape.
