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WINDOW PLASTIC REPLACEMENT
Step 1: 
  Make sure the plastic you are replacing is laying perfectly flat, if need be lay the panel flat on a table over night in room temperature with weights on it, this will usually give you a flat piece to work with. If the window you are working with is cracked? Tape the window back together using 1” masking tape making sure the tape does not cover any seams in which the new window plastic will be sewn onto. Again, same as before, make sure the panel is laying flat. NEVER un-stitch or remove the plastic from the panel  you are replacing, in doing so you will loose the shape off the panel and it will never fit the same again.  
Step 2:

  Apply ½” seam tape on the stitch line where the new plastic is being sewn. Leave the protective paper strip on. The tape serves two purposes, one to hold the plastic in place when sewing and it also is a sealer to prevent water from seeping in between the new and old plastic.
Step3:

  Cut a piece of plastic that is 2” larger than the plastic you are replacing. Lay this plastic on top of your panel making sure it is laying flat. Once flat, remove the protective paper strip from the seam tape and press down the edges of the new plastic. The panel is now ready to be sewn.

Step 4:

  Never start your sewing from a corner, instead start from the middle of one edge and sew the inside stitch first. Sew all the way around and stop half way through the 4th edge checking to see how the plastic is laying. The plastic stretches slightly when being sewn, if you notice that you have a pucker developing in the last corner, peel up that corner and relay it so the plastic is lying flat, and then finish the stitch. If you started at a corner and noticed a pucker developing, you would have to undo a whole bunch of stitches, re-position the plastic and re-sew, leaving unwanted needle holes in your plastic. Sew a 2nd stitch around the perimeter. You can start sewing this stitch from any position. The plastic is in place and will not shift on you. When replacing plastic ALLWAYS stitch two lines. Stitching just one seam acts like a perforation on the plastic, sooner or later the plastic will rip from some where on that panel.
Step 5: 

  Trim the excess new plastic around the perimeter leaving approx. 1/8”. Turn the panel around and cut the old plastic out. Take your time cutting out the old plastic, trim it right at the canvas line so none of the old plastic can be seen.
