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Why Are My Windows Turning Cloudy?
To make PVC flexible for use in such things as boat curtains as opposed to PVC pipe a chemical called plasticizer is mixed in during manufacturing of the window vinyl. The more plasticizer used, the more flexible the vinyl is. Over time the plasticizer migrates to the surface and from there gets washed or wiped away. The sun accelerates this process. Over time the flexible PVC becomes rigid PVC. The side effects of this change include yellowing of the window as well as becoming brittle. Once the plasticizer has migrated out, your only remedy to cloudy windows is via re-placement. To slow down this process wipe Plexus® on the windows every 2-3 weeks in the summer. This puts a protective film between the window vinyl and the harmful UV rays of the sun. Canvas window blinds work best at keeping window vinyl from aging. Leave the blinds on at all times except of course when motoring and your window vinyl will last the life of the top (great lake region).
